Each year during the OAMR  
Annual Conference, the Special 
Projects/Fundraising Committee 
collects items for a local  
organization in the host city.  
For the last several years,  
generous donations of school 
supplies have been given.  This 
year, the Committee came up with a new idea – 
Operation Bra Drop.  No, this is not a repeat of 
the women’s liberation movement of the 1960’s; 
it is a worthwhile cause that a Salem boutique 
began organizing in early 2010.  This is a gently 
worn/used-bra drive for women who are less  
fortunate!   
 
It all started when a group of women from a local 
church traveled to a small village in Mexico to  
assist with repairs to a Bible institute.  They had 
been told that it takes a week’s worth of wages 
for women in this area to afford one bra.  Of 
course, food for the family, a sweater or shoes 
for protection would rank higher on the priority 
list than a bra, so many simply go without.  The 
group collected an assortment of bras and took 
them along on their mission trip.  When the box 
was opened, the local women started grabbing, 
not even caring what size.  They were ecstatic 
and overjoyed just to have a bra, something we 
take for granted.  The Salem boutique has been 
successfully collecting and distributing bras to the 
less fortunate for several months now.   
 
So, with this in mind, the Special Projects/
Fundraising Committee decided to kick off the 
first OAMR Operation Bra Drop. We all have them 
tucked in the back of a drawer: bras that we 
never wear, perhaps because they are uncom-
fortable or we don’t particularly like the color or 
fit.  So, take a look in the back of your drawers 
and set them aside for September.  They can be 
clean gently worn bras or if you come upon a 
great clearance sale, pick up a few for this worthy 
cause.  Everything from training bras to sports 
bras to nursing bras can be donated.    
 
As an added incentive, for each bra donated to 
Operation Bra Drop, you will be given a free raffle 
ticket for the OAMR Raffle Basket drawing.  We 
would love to collect at least 100 bras to support 
women in need.

 IIMC Conference Scholarship Criteria 
 Adopted February 24, 2006 

 
Purpose:   IIMC Conference scholarships are awarded in honor of the memory of former 
Medford City Recorder Kathy Ishiara and Margery A. Price, the “Mother of OAMR”.  The 
scholarships are awarded at the Annual OAMR Banquet to be used for the following IIMC 
Annual Conference, which is usually held in May.   
 
Scholarships will be awarded based on funds budgeted per year.  Two (2) scholarships are 
awarded per year in the amount of $1,000 each.  Applications will be ranked by the use of a 
points system.  At the end of each selection criterion below, the point(s) awarded for meeting 
that criterion is noted.  Applications for scholarships are submitted to the OAMR Scholarship 
Committee.  The committee will review, rank, and submit a recommendation to the OAMR 
President, who makes the final award of scholarships. 
 
To ensure eligibility for future scholarship awards, scholarship recipients will be required to 
submit a report detailing the benefits received from their attendance at the conference within 30 
days.  The report will be submitted to the Chair of the Scholarship Committee for distribution to 
the OAMR Executive Board and for possible publication in the OAMR Newsletter. 
 
Selection Criteria: 
 
1. Applicant has been in their position which qualifies them as a Full Member or Associate  

Member of OAMR for a minimum of one year.  (1 Point) 
 
2. Applicant is a member of OAMR.  (1 Point) 
 
3. Applicant is a member of IIMC.  (1 Point) 
 
4. Applicant is a member of an IIMC Committee (2 Points) 
 
5. Applicant has made contributions to OAMR, including committee work and offices held. 

(1 Point per year per committee; and 1 point for each OAMR Office held) 
 
6. First time IIMC Conference Attendee – Having never attended an IIMC Conference. (5 

Points) 
 
7. Applicant is pursuing their Certified Municipal Clerk (CMC) designation or seeking to 

re-certify their CMC designation.  (1 Point) 
 
8. Applicant is pursuing their Master Municipal Clerk (MMC) designation.  (1 Point) 
 
9. Number of OAMR Conferences attended.  (1 Point each year)
